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LAGAR Meeting
at Seattle August of 1990
Steven Wheeler, founder of LAGAR in 1989, gave a brief intro​duction for the new members on the history of the group, its pur​pose and the newsletter. He dis​cussed the role of the male and fe​male co-chairs. Each chair is elected for a term of two years with one chair being elected each year. Brenda Banks identified herself as our new representative to Council and mentioned the need for pro​gram proposals for next year. Richard Engman reported on the social events for Seattle.
Deborah Shelby gave a slide show presentation of her tour of eight repositories in the Midwest which house gay-specific material. The organized archives portrayed were the Milwaukee Lesbian Archives (just starting); Lesbian Resource Center of Dallas (one year old); Happy Foundation in San Antonio TX; Kentucky Gay and Lesbian Resource Center in Louisville; Uni​versity of Michigan at Ann Arbor's Special Collections Department, home of the Labadie Collection; the Gay and Lesbian Archives of Texas at Dallas; the Gerber/Hart Library of the Midwest Lesbian and Gay Resource Center in Chicago; and the Metropolitan Community Church's Archives in Houston. This first review was of mainly com​munity-based archives. These are the hardest to ferret out. Daniel C Tsang, a bibliographer at the University of California at Ir-vine, has begun to collect docu​ments relating to the FBI harass​ment of gays since the liberation movement in the 1950s. The "Les​bian and Gay Declassified Docu​mentation Project" is a collection of government papers released under the Freedom of Information Act (FOIA). The FBI has promised Tsang some 17,000 pages of investi​gatory files on gay people. Tsang hopes to augment these files with personal files of material relative to his topic.
