CHICAGO—The Society of American Archivists (SAA) will award up to two Mosaic Scholarships and one Josephine Forman Scholarship in 2011 to minority students pursuing graduate education in archival science. Both scholarships provide $5,000 in financial support, encourage students to pursue a career as an archivist, and promote diversification of the American archives profession and the American historical record.


Archives contain documents and records of enduring value, and archivists work to ensure the identification, preservation, and use of the nation’s historical record. The Mosaic and Josephine Forman Scholarship will be awarded to selected applicants who demonstrate potential for scholastic and personal achievement and who manifest a commitment both to the archives profession and to advancing diversity concerns within it.

“The Mosaic and Josephine Forman Scholarships addresses SAA’s strategic priority of diversity and seeks to advance it within the profession, along with recognizing students for their excellence,” said SAA President Helen Tibbo. 

Applicants must be U.S. citizens or permanent residents of the United States or Canada, and be of American Indian/Alaska Native, Asian, Black/African American, Hispanic/Latino, or Native Hawaiian/Other Pacific Islander descent. They must be currently enrolled in a graduate program or a multi-course program in archives administration, or have applied to such a program for the next academic year. In addition to the scholarship, awardees will receive a one-year membership in the Society of American Archivists and complimentary registration to the Archives 360°, SAA’s Annual Meeting in Chicago, August 22-27, 2011.
The 2010 Mosaic Scholarship recipients were LaNesha DeBardelaben of Indiana University-Bloomington and Susan Gehr of San Jose State University. The Josephine Forman Scholarship is in its inaugural year.
