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Over the past several months, SAA’s book publications program and the Publications Board have been
very active, with several projects moving forward expeditiously and new projects being proposed; these
are detailed below. I will spend significant amount of effort in the upcoming months editing this work, as
well as soliciting new proposals, and leading the board in assessing new business models, following up on
discussions from our February 2015 meeting.
