Collection Description

Biographical/Historical 
Viola P. Andrews (1912-  ), African-American writer, columnist, and Sunday School teacher, was born the sixth child of nine in Morgan County, Georgia, to John Crawford Perryman and Lula (Allison) Perryman.  She was raised in rural Georgia where she attended Guiding Star Elementary School and the Burney Street School through the eighth grade.  

In July of 1928, she had her first of ten children, Harvey Christopher.  Two years later, she married George Andrews, a sharecropper and folk artist of Morgan County, Georgia.  She had nine other children: Benny Andrews (b. 1930), Valeria Belle Andrews (b. 1932), Raymond Andrews (1934 - 1991), Shirley Andrews (b. 1936), Harold Andrews (1938 - 1976), Johnny Andrews (b. 1942), Veronica Andrews (b. 1948), Deloris Andrews (b. 1950), and Gregory Andrews (b. 1953).  

In the early years of Viola Andrews' marriage, she and her husband lived as sharecroppers in rural Morgan County, Georgia.  By 1953, however, Viola decided to move to Atlanta with her children with the exception of Harvey and Benny who had already left home.  Her husband did not go with them to Atlanta.  The remaining children were raised in Atlanta and graduated from high school.  All of her boys joined the military and went to college, and her daughters all also attended college. Her sons Benny and Raymond have been recognized for their accomplishments as artist and writer respectively.

In addition to her religious activities, Viola Andrews wrote short stories and a newspaper column focused upon eschatology, or the study of the end of the world.
Scope and content 
The collection consists of papers of the Viola P. Andrews family from 1957-1998.  The papers include correspondence, notebooks, photographs, and writings.

The majority of the correspondence consists of letters from her children Benny, Gregory, Harvey, Raymond, Valeria, and Veronica from 1957-1998.  The most extensive correspondence is with her daughter Veronica.  These letters from her children primarily focus upon family events and business, although they occasionally include reactions to current events.  Letters from grandchildren are included with the parent's correspondence.
Viola Andrews constructed notebooks dedicated usually to saving greeting cards and other important papers of different members of her family.  The children represented by notebooks are Benny, Deloris, Gregory, Harold, and Veronica.  Of special note, the Benny Andrews notebook includes a portfolio with some of Viola's religious notes.  Each notebook has an introduction to each of her children.

The collection also contains family-related photographs and her writings which include drafts of her unpublished autobiography, columns and short stories.

Collection Description

Biographical/Historical 

Ciaran Gerard Carson was born in Belfast on 9 October 1948.  He attended St. Mary's Christian Brothers' School in Belfast before going on to Queen's University, Belfast, where he graduated with honors in July 1971.  In the final year of its gathering, 1971-1972, Carson participated in the Belfast group of poets and writers.  This assemblage of young literary talents was organized originally by Philip Hobsbaum at Queens University, Belfast in 1963, but since 1966 it had met irregularly under the auspices of Seamus Heaney.  After publishing poems in various newspapers and magazines, Carson's first chapbook The Insular Celts appeared in 1973.  From 1974-1975 he taught school in Belfast; before joining the Arts Council of Northern Ireland as Traditional Arts Officer in 1976.  In 1978, Carson received the Eric Gregory Award for his first book of poems, The New Estate.  Three years later he published another chapbook The Lost Explorer (1979).  Eight years then passed before Carson completed his next volume of poems, The Irish for No (1987), which received the Alice Hunt Bartlett Award.  Belfast Confetti (1989), a volume closely related to the 1987 collection, received a similar degree of critical success, winning the Irish Times/Aer Lingus prize for poetry.

Scope and content 

The collection consists of the personal and literary papers of Irish poet Ciaran Carson from around 1970 to 2002.  The papers include correspondence, literary notebooks, literary manuscripts, and collected printed material.  The papers document Carson's creative career during these last two decades, though the bulk of the materials pertain to the 1990's.  There are numerous drafts (in manuscript and typescript form) of his published poems and prose, as well as a significant number of unpublished poems. Whether for works of poetry or prose, from the notebooks to the extensive correspondence with editors and other literary interlocutors and readers to the final galley proofs, the collection offers detailed insight into Carson's creative processes.

Of special note are early "group sheets" from Philip Hobsbaum's creative writing sessions in the early seventies in Series 5.  Among the correspondents represented in the papers are the poets Peter Fallon, Tess Gallagher, Seamus Heaney, Medbh McGuckian, John Montague, and Frank Ormsby.  Also, Carson's literary correspondence engages editors and scholars from around the world.  There are also unpublished draft materials and published versions of creative and critical work sent to or collected by Carson.

The printed material series contains an extensive collection of reviews and other documents about Carson's published works.  This series also contains a curious if extensive arrangement of Carson's performances and readings over the years.  Several boxes contain Arts Council materials from largely the 1970's and 1980's.  These documents, mostly of an administrative nature, pertain to Irish traditional music for the most part. Finally, the collection contains an assortment of photographs and other personal items.

SERIES 1
CORRESPONDENCE, 1971-2002

SCOPE AND CONTENT 

The correspondence series includes letters Ciaran Carson received from 1971-2002.  One advantage of this collection's correspondence is the significant number of letters (often in the form of faxes) sent by Carson to his various correspondents.  A substantial part of the correspondence pertains to letters from Carson's various editors: Peter Fallon at Gallery Press, Dillon Johnston at Wake Forest University Press, and Neil Belton at Jonathan Cape and then Granta.  There are also significant literary exchanges with scholars and writers from around the world.  A large number of invitations and announcements of various sorts are included in this series, but these are separated out from the more personal or literary correspondence. Similarly, much correspondence of a purely financial or contractual subject matter has also been culled and arranged separately. 

Carson has maintained a lively literary correspondence with a number of prominent writers, translators, and poets including Michael Longley, Seamus Heaney (restricted), Medbh McGuckian, Tim Robinson, Annie Proulx, and, most significantly, Tess Gallagher, an American poet and fiction writer.  The Ciaran Carson / Tess Gallagher correspondence is of particular interest because of the very close attention Gallagher pays to Carson's work at both early and late stages of a volume's development.  She has served often as a pre-publication editor of most of Carson's major works, and her often extensive annotations are recorded on many typescripts.

SCOPE AND CONTENT 

The series begins with a subseries (2.1) for Carson's notebooks. In order to demonstrate the unique role played by the notebook in Carson's creative process, these notebooks are organized separately from the sections of the subseries pertaining to individual volumes. These notebooks are themselves listed chronologically according to the volume they relate to. However, some contain notes or draft manuscripts from multiple volumes. 

The poetry subseries (2.2) is arranged chronologically according to major published volume. Under each volume's heading the poems are listed alphabetically. These folders include manuscript (MS) and/or typescript (TS) versions of the poems. Note that brackets often include information regarding variant titles, date of creation, or relationships to other works. Drafts of different poems are included in the same folder when there is no way of separating the poems. In this case, a poem's title might be listed without a box or folder number. A note in brackets will refer the reader to the relevant folder. Typescripts and proofs of entire volumes are included at the end of each volume's subsection to roughly demonstrate the chronological development of a published volume.  Carson's translation of Dante's Inferno is included in this subseries because it is a volume-length work of poetry.  Uncollected poems are individually arranged alphabetically in a subsection following the volume arrangement of the poetry.

SCOPE AND CONTENT 

The notebooks in this series date from the early 1970's to 2000 and include drafts of poems and prose as well as research materials for each of Carson's published collections during these years.  The earliest notebook includes drafts of a variety of poems, some uncollected, from the early 1970's.  The latest notebooks contain notes and translations from Dante's Inferno.  For Carson, the notebook emerges as a very important compositional tool, and it is apparent that while earlier notebooks might contain a diverse array of writings, later ones are dedicated to specific poetry or prose projects. Because there are often several notebooks related to a specific volume, these have been numbered and arranged chronologically in the finding aid.

SCOPE AND CONTENT 

Individual poems are organized alphabetically according to the volume in which they were first published. Various poems either written or filed contemporaneously with published poems in a particular volume are included in the uncollected poems section, which also contains poems that are not directly attributable to a particular volume.

Poems for early volumes (The Insular Celts, The New Estate, and The Lost Explorer) were originally kept by Carson in folders containing both collected and uncollected manuscripts and typescripts. To assist with the dating of such poems, especially those in the uncollected section, bracketed notes have been added indicating that a particular poem originally was filed by Carson with materials largely pertaining to a specific volume.

Collection Description

Biographical/Historical 
The first Woman's Christian Temperance Union (WCTU) in Georgia was founded in Atlanta after Eliza Stewart, one of those instrumental in the 1874 founding of the national WCTU, spoke to a group of Atlanta temperance advocates.  After the initial contact, other national WCTU organizers, including Frances E. Willard, visited cities and towns throughout the state.  By 1883 there were enough unions in the state to organize the Georgia Woman's Christian Temperance Union.  The state organization located its headquarters in Atlanta and beginning in 1930 occupied the North Highland Avenue house that is now on the National Register of Historic Places.

The WCTU as a whole was primarily a temperance organization, but because its leaders, if not its members, identified alcohol as a root of most social ills, they participated in many of the social reform movements of the late 19th and early 20th centuries.  Although members of southern unions were less reform-minded than some of their northern sisters, the Georgia WCTU did work toward reform in a number of areas including municipal and sanitary improvements, the rehabilitation of prostitutes, and the abolition of the convict lease system.  In the area of prison reform, the Georgia women also advocated the establishment of separate facilities for women and juvenile offenders.  They urged Georgia legislators to build an industrial school for girls, to pass child labor laws, and to provide for compulsory education.

Scope and content 
The records of the Georgia Woman's Christian Temperance Union, dating from 1888 to 1982, but falling mostly in the 1930 to 1956 period, include correspondence, reports, minutes, financial and membership records, printed material and memorabilia that document the efforts the organization made to attain statewide legal prohibition of alcoholic beverages and to encourage personal abstinence.  The papers show how the union pursued its goals by supporting temperance legislation in the Georgia General Assembly, by encouraging citizens to vote for such legislation in city, county, and state elections, and by campaigning for politicians who were "known drys."  The collection also reveals how the organization worked to educate Georgians about the consequences of alcoholism.
