· Marty Olliff has been appointed the liaison and will report back to CoE on progress. So far they have done introductions and are working on a call for proposals for graduate students that should go out soon.

Education/Publication Update

· Publications Board would like to collaborate with CoE on publications paired with webinars. Shelby is the point person for the CoE on this; Lisa Mix is the point person on the Pubs board. Action item:  Mia will send Lisa Mix’s contact info to Shelby.
What pre-cons should be continued

· Since we have had very few submissions for pre-con educational offerings this year, the CoE is interested in proposing or developing some workshops and courses based on demographics and evaluations from last year (Mia will provide)

· Ideas: more DAS courses, more intro to Archives (possibly short, one-hour sessions on intro concepts related to archives/archival practices).  Members are willing to reach out to other organizations to see if some of their workshops lend themselves to possible collaborations.
Shelby and I will provide a list of proposed courses/workshops for the 2015 meeting, and I will forward the proposals that were submitted to the appropriate shepherds.  

Courses and workshops are typically one-or-two days long and are hopefully judged to be suitable to market and offer to interested hosts.  Short sessions are the domain of the annual meeting and it would be impossible to charge for them.

I am very excited about your willingness to reach out to other organizations to look at their content.  It’s important that once a determination has been made (by committee members) that specific content is suitable and should considered for a collaboration, that staff can then make contact to talk about possible arrangements.

Records Management for archivists webinar update

· Brad and Mia both felt that the webinar went very well; participants asked a lot of questions and the presentation went smoothly due to Brad and Anne Marie’s extensive preparation. There were 51 sites registered and many had several people watching together. There is interest in developing RMA into a pre-conference workshop.  Brad said it would be a good short one, possibly one hour or half a day.
The following items were skipped and will be added to the November call agenda because input from Solveig is needed.
· Update on Advocating for Archives – this workshop has been scheduled as a one-day and a half day back-to-back in Austin, TX.  The TX SHRAB is providing registration scholarships to students, and SAA is collaborating by charging the SHRAB for instructor expenses, only.  This is done in support of SAA’s Strategic Goal 1. 
We are also talking with the instructors about doing a webinar on Advocating for Archives and providing a Facilitator Guide to group leaders to help continue the conversation.
