· Visualizing Description (colored maps/timelines) – no interest at this time.
· Essential Coding for Archivists – questions was asked if this is the same as Command Line Interface; Shaw explained that coding is more problematic and that putting in the command is different; (Bertram teaches coding; Shaw and Houston volunteered to be potential reviewers;  
· Shaw is considering taking on the development along the lines of (1) I see what this code is doing.  Feels this would be General rather than A&D, sees it as a one-day course; students need someone to help them get through these ???
· How DACS fits with TEI (it’s not a standard but here’s how it fits in) METS, MODS, and MARC – group discussed “here are these different metadata standards; here’s how it fits in; suggested a Webinar - this is an introduction in relationship with each other. Overview of Visual Descriptive Standards
· Authorities and RDF (Authority, archival description, Part 2) Social network in archival context; Yes.
· Linked Archival Open Data – wait till later; Module on putting descriptive standards to work
· Visualizing Description 
· A&D of Photos – Flynn is contracted to develop this one-day course for presentation in April.
· Managing A&D Processing – no consensus.
