Committee on Education
Meeting Minutes

June 3, 2014

Meeting began with an update from Council Liaison Geof Huth.  
Geof reported that Council approved the CoE request for making A+D a Curriculum.  Geof noted that the original DACE Report had two items that were unfinished: envisioning the idea of a DAS curriculum and taking that structure and formalizing it over the rest of the Education offerings; and second that DACE recommended exploring a Course Management System.  Both of these items were addressed in the CoE’s request to Council.  On the second point, Council felt no need to create a Task Force to review Education, but granted CoE the ability to form an ad hoc group to perform this review and approved the funds for a face-to-face meeting.  

Action Item: Solveig will now approach all A+D instructors, sharing with them the CoE’s review of each of the workshops and requesting feedback from them.

Geof reported that Council spent considerable time discussing the “mega-issue” of diversity.  Council has indicated a problem with increasing diversity and Geof requested if anyone on CoE had ideas to please contact him directly.

Geof reported that Council was moving in a new direction concerning endorsements of conference sessions.  The new approach will not be to gather endorsements from Committees, Sections and Roundtables, but instead ideas for “Pop-up” sessions will be directly crowd sourced from members.

Geof reported that Council is dealing with a Listserv (Archives and Archivists’ listserv) issue, in that SAA needs to manage the Listserv better, to promote collegiate and professional conduct. Council is asking members to review a draft Code of Conduct by June 19.  This Code of Conduct will outline how members should conduct themselves at SAA sponsored events (meetings, workshops, etc…) and online venues (listservs, webinars, etc…).  Alison asked if there was an appropriate channel to submit comments on this topic.  Geof responded that the Moderator of the Listserv is the only official channel at this time, but that the Moderator has a very limited role. That is the reason for Council creating a draft Code of Conduct and that Council will need to address this issue.  
Solveig reviewed the upcoming webinar schedule and invited members to let her know if they wanted to audit.

Standards for Digital Archives [DAS] –June 6 Records Management – October 7

EAD Update – October 23

Content Management Systems [DAS] – November 11.

In the works are Processing Electronic Records and Manuscripts and the update of Information Architecture.

On the topic of Council approval for a review of Education Resource Needs, Solveig mentioned the next step would be to create the ad hoc committee to review.  Jamie, Shelby, Geof, and Solveig discussed a structure that would include 5-6 people on the committee: three coming from SAA staff (Matt, Solveig, and Peter) representing IT, Education, and Finance, and 2-3 members consisting of the Chair of the Committee on Education, a representative who knows Learning Management Systems, a representative from Archival Educators Roundtable.
Solveig reported that both GPAS and ACE needed reviewing. Both were reviewed last by CoE either in or prior to 2006.  CoE will need to balance these reviews with the other work in FY2015.  

DAS Updates: Solveig reported that the two additional DAS Subcommittee members are Cynthia Ghering and Sybil Schaffer.  

Office Hours for SAA Conference:  Solveig reported CoE office hour will be Friday, August 15.  The CoE was asked which timeslot was preferred.  11:15 to 12:15 was chosen.

Budget: Council approved the budget as submitted: 118 events (heavily DAS influenced).  The projected net gain for FY2015 is $97,876, which is a 5.34% increase over projected FY2014 revenues.  The increase is due to the inclusion of exam income.  This is the first time exam income has been included in the projections.  In addition, fees for DAS courses will increase by $9 per workshop (members fee).  The non-members fee will increase more substantially, as a strategy to encourage workshop attendees to join SAA.   Regular, non-DAS workshop fees will remain at the FY2014 level.
Solveig asked for any questions.

David asked what changes to the Digital Forensics course.  Solveig reported that Marty Gengenbach at the Gates Foundation agreed to take the basic parts from DF and put them together in a 1 day Beginner/Introduction Digital Forensics course with added hands on opportunities.  The Digital Forensics course will then be more advanced and stay in Tools and Services with an emphasis on more hands-on as well.

No other questions/comments/concerns were brought forth.
