CoE Meeting, 11AM (EST) December 3, 2013

Present: Solveig, Geof, Jamie, Shelby, Alison, Jennifer, Erin

 

The meeting began meeting with Solveig discussing the attachments sent to the Committee (A&D Track Considerations, Financial Management Evaluation, CE_Liaison Chart, CEPD Liaison-Shepard Responsibilities).  Solveig reassured everyone that the Liaison Chart isn't intimidating--or shouldn't be.  While CoE member names appear frequently and it seems like a lot to cover, Solveig mentioned that of the 97 booked workshop/webinar offerings this year, only 13 of them were not DAS-related.  That means that the responsibility to manage 84 of the offerings falls to the DAS Subcommittee Members.  Thirteen is much more manageable!  

 

CoE members will be added to the email blasts that Solveig disseminates for upcoming workshop offerings.  All CoE members are encouraged to look at the e-blasts and see if there are any upcoming workshops in one's area that one could audit.  That is, if you see an upcoming workshop in your area, let Solveig know that you would like to audit the course for CoE. She'll put you on the list (and because you are a CoE member, waive the fees) of participants.  You would then be responsible to evaluate the workshop for the CoE.  Solveig will send the audit form to you if you are interested.

 

Jamie asked if anyone would be interested in becoming the CoE's Website Liaison.  This person would work with Solveig and the Committee to post relevant documents to the CoE's microsite (such as the above mentioned audit form).  As Committee members, we all have rights to the microsite, but to better organize and post materials, we asked for a volunteer to take the lead. Alison Clemens volunteered.  Thank you Alison!

 

Jamie mentioned that we were still looking for people to be an instructor for Digital Curation. Geof mentioned that we should contact Helen Tibbo and Cal Lee.  Jamie said he would do so. But if you have other names to put forth, please do so by writing to Solveig. 

 

Jamie updated the committee on the meeting Solveig and he participated in with the Publications Board (Chris Prom and Teresa Brinati).  The Pubs Board put forth the idea of tying new publications to workshops/webinars.  Citing as an example of new pubs, Chris outlined the "Trends in Archives" series that was concentrating on filling in the gaps in the professional literature  http://www2.archivists.org/sites/all/files/TAP-2013-V4.pdf.  The first module developed is Archival Arrangement and Description.  Two others are in process: Digital Preservation Essentials, and Rights in the Digital Era.  Because the first is published and dovetails with CoE's emphasis on reviewing the A & D track, we thought this would be a perfect opportunity to start a collaboration between Pubs and CoE.  The published A&D series has three modules: Standards for Archival Description, Processing Digital Records and Manuscripts, and Designing Descriptive and Access Systems.  Each one of the authors will be approached to see if they would be willing to do a live webinar for the CoE to offer to SAA members.  As CoE does with other webinars, they will record and offer the webinar on-demand.  In essence, the webinar and e-publication will be offered as a package.  This also creates a partnership where the Pubs and CoE together can  develop pubs and workshop/webinars in a consistent manner, thereby strengthening both areas.  

 

Solveig mentioned that this will also impact other areas as well, such as Standards that are revised.  We will also be looking at DACS, EAD, and EAC workshop offerings to update them with the new updates to those standards, and work with Pubs to tie these all together.

 

Solveig asked Erin Faulder to give an update and share her concerns about the recently developed Accessioning and Ingest of Digital Archives course as it illustrates structural concerns that we should think of while looking at the A&D track and, of course, address this in the DAS program.  Erin reviewed the course and came away with the understanding that the written documentation didn't always match what she was teaching.  She suggested that this evaluation could result in the creation of guidelines that would help instructors/developers of workshops to better focus the written documentation with the presentation.  There were also registrant comments about how the first half of the day was a review of basic principles or material covered in the foundational DAS courses. Erin suspects that this addresses the way DAS as a unit is structured. For some people it was their first DAS course and that’s why some of the basics must be addressed – again -  in some way. There should be a discussion about enforcement of the requirement that the basic DAS courses be completed or, if we should continue to assume differing levels of familiarity with some of these topics.
The next Comprehensive Examination is scheduled for February 26 and one of the locations will be in California.  More details to follow.

Solveig will provide everyone with the list of the workshops the committee selected for review from the A&D track perspective, and Jamie will ask for reviewers in time for the mid-winter meeting.
