About 19 instructors were present along with COE members. The proposed agenda was put aside to allow for a large group discussion. 

Questions raised:

· Business model for DAS program? How is it being marketed?

· Is the money made from the courses re-invested in Education/DAS specifically?

· Could any profits be used to hire a new Education staff member? Purchase course software or to set up a group site for access to course material? 

· What are the expectations for instructors with regard to yearly updates/refreshing courses? For providing assistance to Education with regard to identifying new courses/overlaps/etc.?

· While the courses are open to DAS participants and to others who are just interested in the course – can the DAS courses be targeted more fully to DAS participants? 

Comments:
Some instructors said that access to course descriptions and exam questions may be more helpful than the complete set of course materials.

While questions were raised about compensation for revising or updating courses – many instructors commented that refreshing the course is part of teaching and that they do it each time they teach. 

An “orientation” webinar may be a useful addition to the DAS curriculum. This would cover how the curriculum is set up, tips for choosing courses, etc.

A “fundamentals” webinar or course could be considered – similar to How to think digitally.
