o July marked the three-year anniversary of Word of the Week, which now has nearly 1,400 subscribers.

e The Dictionary Working Group is beginning to use the IDM software to build the Dictionary of Archives
Terminology. The goal is to make an edition available before the end of 2017. A recent issue that cropped
up is link rot. DWG has been in touch with Chris Prom regarding Perma.cc, which was adopted by the
Publications Board last year, and which creates permanent links for citations in published works.

VII. Cal Lee Is Next Editor of American Archivist

In June the SAA Council introduced Christopher A. “Cal” Lee as the next Editor of The American Archivist.
Lee, a tenured professor in the School of Information and Library Science at the University of North Carolina at
Chapel Hill (and past member of the Publications Board!), will begin his three-year term as Editor in January
2018. Lee succeeds Long Island University Professor Greg Hunter, who is stepping down after six years in the
post. SAA is grateful to Greg for his leadership and service.
