Beyond this strong interest in historical digital
archiving, | am a proponent of community archiving, and - because as a woman who studied history |
am only too aware that the social privilege of rich white men is replicated in the preserved records -
fostering a more diverse archival record. | am revising a bibliographic sketch of an early Texas
archivist /historian named Llerena Friend with the hope of being published in a quarterly journal. | am
married, have two kids, and Moxie the cat. In my spare time, | tinker with old typewriters and sewing
machines, hike in Maine, take photographs of great neon signs, and read.
