DAS Subcommittee 
Met October 8-9, in Chicago to evaluate the Comprehensive Examination pilot questions and results, statistics, the DAS pre-conference courses, and the Cleveland Faculty Session.  

Time was spent discussing the detailed analysis of course materials and content and course descriptions with the intent to map course content to both individual course learning outcomes and mapping learning outcomes to the DAS program’s Core Competencies. This assessment was undertaken to drive program quality and ensure the curriculum remains comprehensive and current within the limits of a 9-course certificate program. The next phase will include a review and revision of the program’s Core Competencies, and the group felt this will be done best in coordination with the Education Committee and/or any group tasked with integrating the DAS curriculum into the larger scope of continuing education for the profession within SAA.  The report and discussion resulted in a number of suggestions including new development, courses to retire, description enhancements, a list of terms for the SAA Dictionary Group, etc.
