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Abstract: Rapidly changing technology has a significant impact on archival workflow as well as 

archival education. Two recent archival classroom cases using open source software designed for 

archival purpose (BitCurator, ArchivesSpace) have demonstrated an urgent need for computer 

science and archival science educators to collaborate in order to educate next generation 

archivists. The lightning talk will report the study cases and discuss how the collaboration will 

provide archival graduate students (mostly with humanity and social science background) with a 

solid understanding of backend computational infrastructure and frontend archival expression. 
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
